Here’s the tutorial on BMW FEM/BDC key programming (add key & all keys lost) by 
using CGDI Prog BMW key programmer. 

  

1.Read and Backup eeprom 

2.Add a key (copy key with key) 

3. Program all keys lost (copy key without key) 

  

1.Read & Backup Data 

Connect CGDI BMW with vehicle via OBD diagnostic socket 

maintains voltage above 12v , do not turn off the computer screen during operation.

Open CGDI BMW software 

Select “FEM/BDC key match” and click enter 

http://blog.obdii365.com/wp-content/uploads/2018/06/cgdi-add-key-bmw-fem-bdc-1.png


 
Connect successfully, maintain enough voltage, click “yes” 

http://blog.obdii365.com/wp-content/uploads/2018/06/cgdi-add-key-bmw-fem-bdc-2.png


 
Need to disassemble the module, read EEPROM data, FEM is 95128

Use CG100 Prog to read out 95128 IC data and save the data 

http://www.obdii365.com/wholesale/cg100-prog-iii-airbag-restore.html
http://blog.obdii365.com/wp-content/uploads/2018/06/cgdi-add-key-bmw-fem-bdc-5.png


 

Remove the 95128 chip, wash it, and clip it to the ATMEGA adapter 

http://www.obdii365.com/wholesale/cg100-atmega-adapter-for-cg100-prog-iii.html
http://blog.obdii365.com/wp-content/uploads/2018/06/cg100-read-95128-chip-1.png


 
Open the CG-100 to read the data and save it
